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looking elsewhere for 
their spiritual answers. 
Bibby, in examining the 
youth of Canada, shows 
that they have just as 
much of a curiosity for 
spiritual issues as past 
generations, but they do 
not go to the Church for 
those answers. The 
reason primarily reported 
is because the young 
people don’t feel they can 
relate to the worship, 
practices, and people 
within the Church. 

In the world of business, 
companies always keep 
the future in mind, 
investing money, time, 
and expertise to ensure 
their survival. While I 
cannot speak to the 
successes and failures of 
the full range of Anglican 
churches in Canada, I 
have noted some areas of 
concern in terms of youth 
ministry. For example, 

“It is far easier to hold 
onto an existing client 
than to find a new one.” 
This is a popular saying 
in the world of sales and 
economics, and it 
translates into the 
sociology of 
understanding people as 
well. There is a certain 
amount of work that 
must be done in order to 
keep people interested in 
doing business with you, 
or at least not take the 
time to go somewhere 
else to get what they 
need. To find a new 
client however, requires 
the ability to convince 
someone that what you 
are offering is so 
amazing that they 
should give up what is 
already familiar and 
come do business with 
you. 

There are echoes of this 
all over within 

Evangelical Christianity, 
and it is especially 
significant for youth 
ministry. Canadian 
sociologist Reginald 
Bibby has been recording 
statistics around youth 
and religion for the past 
30 years. He reveals that 
about 20% of the total 
population attends a 
religious function on a 
weekly basis, a number 
that has not changed 
much over those three 
decades. However the 
percentage of youth who 
attend is only 15%, a 
difference of a few 
hundred thousand 
people. The Church has 
apparently done little to 
hold on to those who are 
born into it, and Canada 
is, generationally, 
becoming increasingly 
polarized on the religious 
front.

over the past five years, 
the Diocese of Calgary 
has closed down its 
diocese wide youth 
programs, a summer 
youth camp, a retreat 
weekend aimed at 
teenagers, and a summer 
vacation bible school 
program. The Diocese of 
Ontario has suspended its 
summer youth program 
and its child and youth 
ministry coordinator 
position. Yet, if today’s 
youth are tomorrow’s 
church leaders, then for 
us to have a Church 
tomorrow they need to be 
today’s mission field. In a 
time when youth are 
disappearing in record 
numbers from our 
churches, there must be 
an emphasis on finding 
creative ways to restore 
them and minister to 
them. This could be as 
simple as starting a youth 
bible study for existing 
young parishioners - or 
more involved, such as 
organizing programs in 
partnership with local 
schools or youth centres. 
Bibby discovered that 
youth do not have the 
same values as adults. 
The majority of youth 
escalate their value of 
friendship over family. 
These inherent
